Maths
Shapes-  
· Look at a shape can you describe it properties?
· Guessing game, place shapes into a non see-through bag and in pairs or groups discuss the properties and guess the shape (1 person describes, one person guesses) .
· (2d) Describe the shape another person has to draw it, can they work out what they shape was from the drawing?
· Test 3d shapes according to these properties
· Stackability
· Roll abiltity
· Balancing
Which was best of each category? Was there an overall winner?
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Phonics- Tricky words Phase 2, 3 and 4
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· word hunt Hide the tricky words around your house/ garden, your child needs to find them read them and put them in the keep pile
· Listen to and sing along with the Tricky word songs (WARNING: It will get stuck in your heads)

· Tricky word detectives – Read through your favourite story books, find the tricky word, and talk about it.
· Word builder – using letters/sounds written on Lego blocks and joined together.
· Use the words and make the silliest sentence you can.
· Use a timer, how many times can you write the words in 1 minute.
· Pirate ship game – write the words up and attach them to walls (one sound per wall) say a word and they have to run to the correct tricky word.
· Fashion 3 spaces near each other and label each with a word, kick a ball or throw an item into the box and say the sound that it corresponds to.
· Create your own phonics game.
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Final Week
Task 1
Buckden Enchanted forest
With permission, Mrs Fedorowicz is trying to organise an ‘enchanted walk’ at Buckden Towers.  This is on the agreement that the trees will not be damaged and nothing will be used that could be harmful to nature.

The idea is to craft some simple items that could be ‘enchanted’ such as fairies, pixies, fairy doors, bunting, dream catchers, wind chimes, toadstools etc.  So far, she has made fairies from lolly sticks, a mobile from cones and sticks found at the Towers and will be making dream catchers this week (which can be made from disposable plastic plates and wool).  She will also be creating a ‘wishing’ area where children can write their wishes on cardboard tags and tie to a tree.

There are loads of ideas for crafting online!  If you would like to create some items and take them along to the walk at Buckden Towers, that would be brilliant.  Mrs Fedorowicz is planning to create a Facebook page and will share this once it is up and running.  The walk starts in the far left corner of the car park and finishes at the main building.
