Can I do this?
- I can say no/please stop/I’ll tell/I’ll ask to someone who asks me to do something that makes me feel sad, embarrassed or upset.
- I can explain how people could upset me online and in real life, by being unkind or asking me to do something I don’t want to do.
- I can identify people in their safety circle who can help them if they are worried or need support, and know how to ask for help.
- I know what information to keep private.

Key Facts:
- Trusted adults are people that you know personally, not someone you have met online.
- Personal information is information that is about me.
- Online could mean talking to somebody on the internet, playing games online, texting, messaging and emailing over social media – not being able to talk to someone face to face.
