	Writing

	To write for a purpose sounding out words using phonics skills and key word knowledge.
	Make a wanted poster to try and find the Big Bad Wolf. This can be a labelled picture, a picture with a list of features or a picture with some sentences about the wolf depending upon your child’s writing confidence.
	Encourage your child to use the sound mat to segment then write all the sounds they hear. For digraphs yet to be taught eg. ow in brown if they want to describe colour, you can tell your child these. 

	Maths

	To use ordinal numbers in context.
	Create a game in which you can have a race. This could be with you family trying to beat one another against a clock, it could be pushing toy cars down a ramp or it could be using toys to complete an obstacle course you have created. Order them first, second, third etc. You could create rosettes as prizes labelled 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th etc.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Second place can be confusing and your child may default to saying one-th and two-th as this makes more sense in the pattern so will need correcting.

	To recognise how to keep safe in your environment.
	How would you get help if you got lost or were in an unfamiliar situation like Little Red Riding Hood? Think of who are safe adults to approach when in public- eg. people who work in a shop, police officers, people at reception desks in leisure centres. 
Learn your parents full names and if you can your address so if you ever become lost, you can easily request help.
	It is best not to use the term stranger danger as we don’t want the children to become fearful of all strangers. It is better to use the term ‘trusted adult’. 
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
