Maths

English

Wednesday 10th March 2021
Maths
Today in maths we will continue to learn about shapes. We will be counting faces on 3D shapes. Use Power Maths Textbook 2B p132-135 to learn about counting faces on 3D shapes. Then answer the questions in the Power Maths practice book 2B p96-98. These documents are added to the blog and available on Abacus. 
English
Today we will be thinking about a goody (maybe a hero) and a baddy (a villain) in our story. These will be the two main characters. Can you draw each character and explain them? Carefully label them with ambitious adjectives (describing words). Remember why use one adjective when you can use two, e.g. long, tangled hair. Maths
Today in maths we will continue to learn about shapes. We will be counting edges on 3D shapes. Use Power Maths Textbook 2B p136-139 to learn about counting edges on 3D shapes. Then answer the questions in the Power Maths practice book 2B p99-101. These documents are added to the blog and available on Abacus. 
English
Today we will be thinking about where our story is set and describing that setting. Look through some of your favourite books and identify where they are set. Now decide where your story will be set. Make a picture of your setting description. You can create this however you would like to: paints, collage or drawing. 
Global
Today we will learn about the journey that the Titanic made. You can use the Power Point attached or research the journey on the internet with the help of an adult. Then use household items to represent the different places in the world that the Titanic was due to sail from and to. Use a piece of string to show its journey. Alternatively draw the jouney in your book using an atlas to help you.
Suggestion for a further activity: How have you changed as you have got older? Make a time line of changes from baby to now. e.g. crawling, walking, running, using a skipping rope, swimming 5 metres, 10 metres.

Friday 12th March 2021
Maths
Today in maths we will continue to learn about shapes. We will be counting vertices on 3D shapes. Use Power Maths Textbook 2B p140-143 to learn about counting vertices on 3D shapes. Then answer the questions in the Power Maths practice book 2B p102-104. These documents are added to the blog and available on Abacus. 
Have a go at making 3D shapes using straws/cocktail stick and playdough/marshmallows/bluetac. When you have made them count the edges and vertices.
