	· Distancing will be in the form of year group bubbles although efforts will be made to keep the classes separate indoors.
· JP and KW class will operate independently of one another with separate classrooms and staggering whole class toilet breaks.

· Both classes will share the allocated EYFS toilet area.

· Children will be encouraged not to touch one another or adults in the setting and keeping a distance of at least 1m is encouraged.
· If a child is upset, comfort will be offered with smiles and time to talk/ play with an adult.

· All adults will wear face coverings when collecting and dropping children with parents.

· Adults will wear face coverings in circumstances where closer proximity are unavoidable. Clear visors have been provided for this.

	· Children and adults will wash their hands regularly and thouroughly for 20 seconds using soap throughout the day. This will happen as they enter the setting, after toileting and before eating.

· Hand sanitiser will be used as children change between indoor and outdoor environments.
· Toilets will be cleaned at lunchtime by a lunchtime assistant and after school.
· Plastic outdoor equipment will be sprayed down/ cleaned at end of day and between classes use.
· Wheeled vehicle handles will be cleaned at end of day and between each class bubble use.
· Tables will be wiped over in middle of the day as well as full end of day clean.

· If a child coughs or sneezes on and area or equipment is will be removed and cleaned immediately.

· Indoor resources will not be shared between the class bubbles within a 72 hour period.

· Touch points- door handles, push pads, door frames will be wiped at lunchtime as well as full end of day clean.

	· Activities will be organised in stations around the room with furniture set up to limit extended face to face contact within proximity of less than 1m.

· Floor based whole class teaching will be forward facing and spaced as far apart as possible whilst still allowing all children to see and hear the adult. 

· No shared playdough, sand or other sensory play will be used. Individual pots of dough will be allocated to continue the daily ‘dough disco’ sessions.
· Water play- water will contain soap.
· Children will have own learning packs in drawers to use.
· Children have own pencil cases to use if preferred.

· No soft furnishings

· No dressing up clothing.

· No play food which encourages mouthing role play.

· Goodall class will access the temporary sinks in outdoor area on entry and Comstock class the new built in outdoor sinks.

· Classrooms will be well ventilated with doors and windows opened. As it becomes colder this can be a procedure carried out at least 4 times a day to recirculate air but preferable to keep them open when it is a comfortable enough temperature to learn.
