Talk homework: Discuss with your adults about the different states of matter and examples of a reversible change.

This week Year 5 finished their first Skills Builder project with mock trial. They had used evidence and witness statements to construct arguments for the prosecution and defence before delivering their cases to a judge and jury. The students really enjoyed it, but found it challenged their listening and teamwork skills especially. 
The cohorts also investigated states of matter in Science and discussed in teams how they would sort different materials, understanding that not all matter can be a single state. This introduction comes ahead of us investigating reversible and irreversible changes. 
PE continues to be a favourite as they develop their football skills. In Maths, we have all done well beginning our topic of multiplication and division as we build on our understanding of multiples, common multiples and factors. 
In Art, we began to refine our designs for our Christmas cards and had our first try at lino cutting. They were nervous at first, but most listened to instructions well and found the carving process satisfying. In the coming weeks, they will be carving their designs onto lino so they can print a Christmas card.
