	Costume Ideas

	Munchkins
	Wacky, mis-matching outfits. Bright, neon colours where possible.

	Winged Monkeys
	Shades of grey/brown with monkey ears on a headband – we will create wings at school to add to your costume. Please bring some safety pins as well.

	Gate Keepers
	Smart green clothing – trousers/shorts, shirt, tie etc.

	Guards
	Black trousers and white shirt.

	Master of Ceremonies
	Look smart – trousers, waistcoat, bow tie – all bright colours

	Glinda – The Good Witch
	Princess / fairy type dress with wand, hat in white or pastel shades

	The Wicked Witch of the West
	Traditional black / green witch costume with hat.

	The Wizard of Oz
	Shirt and smart trousers

	Dorothy
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Blue/white dress, apron, silver shoes, plaited hair. Cuddly dog toy.

	Scarecrow
	Jeans / denim dress, checked shirt, hat, lots of straw sticking out

	Tin Man
	Silver, oil can

	Lion
	Look like a lion!  A tail to play with to show you are a coward would be good.

	Mice
	Grey top and bottoms/mouse ears and tail

	Uncle Henry
	Checked shirt, dark trousers and long apron

	Aunt Em
	Plain dress with pinafore apron

	Captain
	Same as guards with a hat that looks like you’re in charge. Medals for the front of the shirt. Possibly a jacket?
