Resources needed for Activity 1:
· Copy of car park illustration (saved on blog)
· Pen/pencils

 Look at the first double page spread from the book, with the girl, Funni, sitting on top of the scrap car. Record the children’s initial ideas and observations in the form of words, phrases, statements or questions around the illustration.
Now focus in again on responding to the setting in the image:
o How does this illustration make you feel? Why?
o How would you describe this place to someone else?
o What do you think it is like to be there? What can you see? What might you hear?
What might it smell like? How would it feel to be in this place?

Add these ideas to your initial ideas.

Now focus on the main character you can see
o How do you think they feel being in this place?
o How do you know?
Encourage the children to look at the smaller details in the illustration, beyond her facial expression; she has chosen to sit on the top of one of the scrapped cars; she has brought a thermos flask with her and is dressed in a woollen hat and duffle coat – what might these things tell us?

Now can you predict what might happen in this story? Why do you think that?

Resources needed for Activity 2:
· First pages with text (next page)

Now ask a parent or sibling to read what was actually on the page. (see below or watch video) 
Talk about how the words they heard made them feel. Did it make them feel differently about this place? Why?
Words and phrases that they liked in the text or that told them how this character feels about the place.






Resources needed for Activity 3:
· Copy of car park illustration 
· Pen/pencils
· Strips of paper, pen/pencils

Now you are going to use some strips of paper to describe the setting through the eyes of Funni. You could write a word, phrase, sentence or question that tells us why she comes here, what she does, how she sees this place or what she feels like when she’s there. Think about how Funni would feel what would she talk about? What might she not mention?
Put the lines together and have the children best think of an order for the strips, making small
edits to improve the flow if necessary. This could also be done as a whole class activity with
less confident writers. For example:
My special place,
High above the world,
I watch the planes drift off into the sky.
All is quiet,
All is calm.
Just me.
I love it here.

Activity 4
Resources needed for task 4 
· Your list poem
Perform your poem
Think about how you might perform your poem to further evoke the atmosphere of what it is like to be in the car park for Funni. How will you use your voices? Will you use actions?

See if you can practice enough so you know your poem off by heart. If anyone would like to share their poems you can send videos of you performing it that I can put up on the blog or send a photo of your written poem to share. 

Children could also write out their poems in their best handwriting and illustrate them or type them up on the computer.

Resources needed for Activity 1:
